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that contribute to the formation of a sanitary and hygienic culture in future physical culture teachers, which were
applied during the study of the subjects «Age physiology and school hygiene», «Healthy lifestyle and prevention of
HIV/AIDS», « Basics of medical knowledge».

The article substantiates the pedagogical conditions, namely: the formation of students’ motivational and
valuable attitude to personal sanitary and hygienic culture and understanding of the need for students’ education;
interconnection of all areas of professional training of future specialists; educational and methodological support
for the formation of a sanitary and hygienic culture of future physical culture teachers; interactive modeling and
design technologies. The application of these pedagogical conditions contributed to the formation of a high level
of sanitary and hygienic culture in the majority of students who took part in the pedagogical experiment (50.53%).
The existence of a high level of correlation between indicators of the formation of a sanitary and hygienic culture
and academic success was investigated, which indicates the influence of the formation of a sanitary and hygienic
culture on the professional level of a future physical culture teacher. The obtained results can be used in the process
of improving the qualifications of working physical culture teachers and in the training of future teachers in other
subjects.
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Today, the problems of forming medical ethics and the deontological culture of future doctors in the educational
process of a higher medical, educational institution are not sufficiently disclosed. The professional training system
of future doctors is characterized by the lack of a comprehensive approach to solving the problem of forming ethi-
cal and deontological principles in future doctors. The theoretical and methodological foundations of the formation
of medical ethics and deontology in the professional training system of intern doctors are insufficiently developed.
Applying the principles of medical ethics and deontology in the realities of modern times remains relevant both for
the formation of the personality of the future doctor and for the education of the interns' desire to correspond to the
level of a highly qualified specialist.

The article reveals the priority areas of educational work with intern doctors during practical classes at the de-
partment of dentistry of postgraduate education of IFNMU.

Attention is focused on creating optimal conditions for a systematic, comprehensive approach to implementing
the educational process to form a comprehensively developed personality through various forms of professional
activity. The need for practical integration of educational work into the educational process has been established,
ensuring the formation of a highly qualified specialist.
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Introduction. A formal approach to the problem of
the ethical and deontological component of professional
medical education cannot give the desired results. Thus,
there is a need to find ways to improve the quality of
medical-ethical and deontological training of medical in-
terns, which is due to the particular relevance and social
significance of ethical-deontological problems that are re-
lated to the establishment of trusting relationships with
patients, collective work, knowledge, and performance of
duties doctor [1].

0. Golik developed methods of recommendations for
the implementation of the main principles of cooperative
learning during classroom classes, in which the role and
functions of the teacher and students are defined, and
the conditions that the teacher must adhere to achieve
high performance in establishing fruitful partnership and
teamwork are formulated [2].

Yevtushenko Yu.O. considers deontological culture
as a complex personal and professional quality of the
future doctor, which forms his moral consciousness (a
set of moral values and ethical norms that become per-
sonal beliefs and direct the professional activity of a
medical worker to the formation and reproduction of
moral and ethical requirements of society in the field of
health care ), which is constantly formed, reinterpreted
and improved in the process of a doctor’s professional
activity [3]. In the author’s works, the formation of the
deontological culture of future doctors is considered as
an integral part of the educational process in a medical
higher educational institution, which, based on the use
of scientific approaches and methodological principles of
the organization of training, future doctors acquire the
deontological knowledge, skills, understand deontologi-
cal culture as a personal professional and moral value, re-
veal their intellectual, professional and ethical potential,
demonstrate readiness to use humanistic values, ethical
principles, deontological norms and rules in their practi-
cal activities as a doctor [3]. Practical experience in health
care indicates that medical care cannot be complete if the
highly professional medical worker does not possess the
necessary ethical qualities [4, 5].

Medical ethics is a set of norms of behavior and mo-
rality of medical workers. The principles of medical ethics
include a combination of moral standards that medical
professionals must adhere to in performing their direct
professional duties. Medical ethics is closely related to
medical deontology — the teaching of moral and ethical
problems, a section of ethics that includes the norms of
proper behavior of medical workers [6].

Medical deontology is a set of ethical norms and
principles of behavior of a medical worker’s professional
duties. Deontology determines the standards of the rela-
tionship between the doctor and the patient, the doctor
and the patient’s relatives, and the doctor and the medi-
cal team. Deontology is integral to medical ethics and has
a more specific character concerning certain medical spe-
cialties. The concepts of “medical ethics” and “deontol-
ogy” are related because they correspond to moral and
ethical norms and the principles and rules of behavior of
medical workers who perform their civic and professional
duties based on them [7]. In the realities of modern life,
the observance of ethical and deontological principles is
complemented by a certain moral and ethical content [8].

The purpose of the article is to solve the problem, the
essence of which is to find educational and theoretical,

and methodological approaches to the formation of a sys-
tem of knowledge, practical skills, and professional skills
regarding ethical norms and principles used in communi-
cation with the patient, colleagues, medical personnel, as
well as education a highly qualified modern specialist in
the field of medicine.

Main part. The problem of forming future medical
specialists’ personal qualities and values is extremely ur-
gent. It needs to be implemented as one of the compo-
nents of educational work in the general educational pro-
cess. The issue of the moral qualities of a medical worker,
his attitude to his professional duty, and his professional
training is highly relevant problems today. During the ed-
ucational work, the task of the scientific and pedagogical
worker is to acquaint intern doctors with the main tasks
of medical ethics and deontology, to involve intern doc-
tors in professional ethical and deontological culture, to
form the professional and ethical culture of future doc-
tors, to form medical deontology subject competencies
in doctors.

A scientific and pedagogical worker occupies an im-
portant place in the process of training a highly qualified
worker of the health care system since it is he who forms
the humanistic type of thinking of the future doctor. Due
to the observance of the principles of the unity of study-
ing and educational processes in the training of medical
interns, the teacher can significantly influence the for-
mation of a humanized environment as a component of
the personal and professional development of the future
specialist. This goal can be achieved only when the in-
tern doctor is among scientific, pedagogical, and medi-
cal personnel with high moral and ethical principles and
humane views.

The educational process’s primary goal is to form an
intellectual, highly educated person who, in his profes-
sional activity, is guided by the principles of humanism,
integrity, medical ethics, and deontology. A comprehen-
sive approach to its implementation determines the ef-
fectiveness of educational work. In conducting educa-
tional work, the teacher should focus on revealing the
essence of moral and ethical principles in the work of
intern doctors, explaining the need to provide qualified
medical care to the population.

Higher medical educational institutions, which pro-
vide postgraduate education for trainee doctors and in-
tern doctors, pay great attention to practical activities.
Patients are admitted by interns under the supervision
of a teacher or by teachers together with young doctors.
However, this does not always satisfy patients who want
to receive qualified care from doctors with experience
and not doctors who have recently received diplomas.
Scientific and pedagogical workers of a higher medical
and educational institution, using knowledge of medical
ethics and deontology in the relationship between a doc-
tor and a patient, contribute to forming the patient’s trust
in interns. The teacher explains to the patient the need to
involve interns in the treatment process to transfer expe-
rience. To improve medical skills, interns hold discussions
with more experienced doctors about complex situations
and clinical discussions and practice conducting clinical
conferences. Interns are trained to apply a differentiated
and individualized approach to each patient.

The teacher’s task is to form an understanding in fu-
ture doctors of the need not only for deep knowledge
in the medical and theoretical clinical disciplines but
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also for awareness of universal human values, priorities,
and moral norms. The teacher should teach interns not
only the skills of practical activity but also form in them
a worldview inherent in a comprehensively educated,
harmoniously developed personality with a high level
of universal values. The teacher should demonstrate the
model of the doctor’s behavior to the patient by his own
example.

Compliance with medical standards by doctors is
based on the conscious attitude of medical workers to
these requirements and is evaluated by both the pa-
tient and the medical team. Moral norms are provided
and supported in the educational process of a scientific
and pedagogical worker by the internal culture of higher
education students, their beliefs, and the influence of the
society in which they live. In the professional activity of a
doctor, moral standards are the leading motive based on
the principles of the humane treatment of patients. They
are the main criteria for the relationship between a doc-
tor and a patient.

Medical deontology is a component of medical ethics
that combines scientific and practical aspects of medical
workers’ moral and ethical duties in their professional
medical and diagnostic, clinical, educational, and scien-
tific activities. This branch of science determines the ethi-
cal norms of the relationship between the doctor and the
patient and colleagues. The main deontological require-
ments for doctors are humanism, professionalism, scien-
tific validity, self-criticism, and respect for patients and
their relatives’ rights, freedoms, and dignity.

Given the vocation of a doctor, deontology is a nec-
essary and integral component of a doctor’s activity. It is
essential in a doctor’s practical activity to understand the
relationship between the norms of law and morality in
the relationship between a doctor and a patient.

In the classes with intern doctors, the attention of
young specialists is drawn to the rules of ethics and de-
ontology, mutual respect, the cultivation of respect and
compassion for patients, and readiness to always come
to the rescue. A necessary condition of the educational
process is the formation of traits of psycho-emotional
stability, a humane attitude towards patients, humanity,
mercy, compassion, kindness, endurance, and a sense of
a high level of responsibility. It should be remembered
that the patient’s age, gender, or social status should not
affect the doctor’s adherence to the principles of medical
ethics concerning the patient. The physical inviolability of
the patient’s private life is part of the principles of medi-
cal ethics.

The doctor’s work requires an exclusively professional
and evidence-based approach from him. Therefore, the
primary condition of medical activity is professional com-
petence. A doctor must always maintain professional
standards of activity. Continuous improvement of special
knowledge and skills and raising one’s cultural level is a
doctor’s professional duty, who must also be competent
regarding the patient’s moral and legal rights.

Medical ethics includes the following principles: con-
fidentiality, ethics, informed consent, and legal and fo-
rensic medicine. The relationship between doctors with
patients and their relatives and the relationship between
doctors with each other is also part of the ethics of medi-
cal professionals. All medical professionals are required
to adhere to a strict code of ethics.

The medical community’s basic rules of conduct
are professional norms of morality. Medical morality
is formed by moral precepts, norms, commandments,
codes, principles, and rules that regulate the relation-
ship between doctor and patient and between doctors.
Medical morality is a part of society’s morality, adapted to
the peculiarities, meanings, and conditions of a doctor’s
practical activity. The rules and norms of medical ethics
require the doctor to behave in a way that preserves the
health and life of the patient. Knowledge, understanding,
and implementation by the dentist of these provisions
about the patient make it possible to avoid conflicts in
medical practice. Medical actions must be highly quali-
fied and comply with all norms of medical law. During
the medical activity, the medical worker must act in the
patient’s interests, following his conscience and the basic
postulates of morality — “no harm.”

One of the main ethical and moral principles is the
preservation of medicinal secrecy. The doctor has no
right to disclose personal data about the patient and
express doubts about his recovery. To win the patient’s
complete trust, the doctor must also keep family secrets.
Medical secrecy is information that a doctor receives dur-
ing his duties. The doctor cannot disclose information
about the patient without his consent. He undertakes to
provide reliable, timely, and complete information to the
patient or legally authorized persons (parents, guardians
of the child) about the state of health, existing diseases,
possible complications if the condition is not treated, the
treatment plan, and its results. Information should be
provided in an accessible form following the principles
of medical deontology. The doctor must have a clearly
formed desire to always come to the rescue and be able
to make the right decisions in the most challenging situ-
ations. One of the ethical duties of a dentist is to respect
the patient’s right to independent decision-making.

Responsibility for the patient and his health is the
primary moral task of the doctor. Based on this principle,
the doctor must build his relations with the patient in
such a way that they are friendly, trusting, and respectful
since the patient’s psychological state is also essential in
conducting a successful and effective treatment process.
From the first meeting with the patient, the doctor must
establish contact with the patient. Attention and kindness
on the doctor’s part are significant to establish a trusting
relationship between the patient and the doctor. Trusting
relationships make it possible to carry out diagnostic and
therapeutic manipulations more successfully and com-
fortably and give the patient confidence in the success
and effectiveness of the treatment.

The relationship between the doctor and the patient
and the relationship between medical workers in the
team is essential. The quality of its work also depends
on how correctly and tactfully these relationships are
built and what kind of psychological climate prevails in
the medical institution. Mutual respect, mutual trust,
willingness to help each other in difficult situations, and
ultimately the patient himself are the basis for correct re-
lationships in the medical team.

Conclusions. The everyday application of the prin-
ciples of medical ethics and deontology is relevant both
for forming a doctor’s personality and educating young
doctors to strive to meet the level of a highly qualified
specialist. Responsibility for the patient and his health is
the primary moral task of the doctor.

PECULIARITIES OF THE FORMATION OF THE BASIC PRINCIPLES ON MEDICAL ETHICS AND DEONTOLOGY OVER
THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS IN A HIGHER MEDICAL INSTITUTION

Abstract. The role of medical ethics and deontology is often underestimated in the process of professional train-
ing of future doctors and does not always occupy a leading place in the curriculum. However, current requirements
for the quality of medical services demand from future doctors to be competent in medical ethics and deontology,
as the latter contributes to the transformation of medical students into highly qualified specialists.
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The aim of the article is to raise the issue, the essence of which is to find educational, theoretical and method-
ological approaches to the formation of knowledge, practical and professional skills regarding ethical norms and
principles used in communication with the patient, colleagues, medical personnel and to train a highly qualified
modern specialist in the field of medicine.

The article demonstrates peculiarities of medical ethics and deontology, as well as the principles that doctors
should obey and follow in their professional activities in order to become highly qualified professionals. There were
also considered the pedagogical approaches respecting moral culture of young doctors over the process of study in
a higher medical institution.

Universal human values should be the highest priority for a modern doctor, therefore, by making a decision,
one must be guided by concepts of a moral and ethical nature. Medical ethics is the theoretical basis of medical
deontology.

Deontology is also an essential and integral component of a medical activity.

Very important aspect in the practical activity of a doctor is the issue of the law and morality in respect between
a doctor and a patient.

The teacher should introduce to the interns not only practical skills, but also inspire them to become a compre-
hensively educated, harmoniously developed personality with a high level of universal values.

The attention of young specialists at practical classes is given to the rules of ethics and deontology, mutual re-
spect, the cultivation of civility and compassion for patients, the readiness to come to the rescue and provide the
patient with high-standards of medical care that meets the principles of humanity and professional canon. They also
are taught to bear moral responsibility for the patient, colleagues and society.

Formation of psycho-emotional stability, a humane attitude towards patients, sympathy, mercy, compassion,
kindness, endurance, a sense of a high level of responsibility are considered as being necessary in the educational
process.

The staff of a higher medical institution help in formation of the patient’s trust in future doctors by using knowl-
edge on medical ethics and deontology regarding the relationship between a doctor and a patient. The teacher
explains to the patient the need to involve interns in the treatment process in order to transfer gained experience.

Pursuing the goal of improving medical skills, interns conduct discussions with experienced doctors on more
complex situations, clinical debriefings, as well as participating at clinical conferences.

Doctor interns learn how to use a differentiated and individual approach to each patient. Preservation of medical
confidentiality remains as one of the main ethical and moral principle in medical practice.

Obeying the principles of medical ethics and deontology is essential for the formation of a doctor’s personality
and for development of the desire to meet the standards of a highly qualified specialist. The main moral task of the
doctor is responsibility for the patients and their health.

PECULIARITIES OF THE FORMATION OF THE BASIC PRINCIPLES ON MEDICAL ETHICS AND DEONTOLOGY OVER
THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS IN A HIGHER MEDICAL INSTITUTION

Abstract. The role of medical ethics and deontology is often underestimated in the process of professional training
of future doctors and does not always occupy a leading place in the curriculum. However, current requirements for the
quality of medical services demand from future doctors to be competent in medical ethics and deontology, as the latter
contributes to the transformation of medical students into highly qualified specialists.

The aim of the article is to raise the issue, the essence of which is to find educational, theoretical and methodologi-
cal approaches to the formation of knowledge, practical and professional skills regarding ethical norms and principles
used in communication with the patient, colleagues, medical personnel and to train a highly qualified modern special-
ist in the field of medicine.

The article demonstrates peculiarities of medical ethics and deontology, as well as the principles that doctors
should obey and follow in their professional activities in order to become highly qualified professionals. There were
also considered the pedagogical approaches respecting moral culture of young doctors over the process of study in a
higher medical institution.

Universal human values should be the highest priority for a modern doctor, therefore, by making a decision, one
must be guided by concepts of a moral and ethical nature. Medical ethics is the theoretical basis of medical deontology.

Deontology is also an essential and integral component of a medical activity.

Very important aspect in the practical activity of a doctor is the issue of the law and morality in respect between a
doctor and a patient.

The teacher should introduce to the interns not only practical skills, but also inspire them to become a comprehen-
sively educated, harmoniously developed personality with a high level of universal values.

The attention of young specialists at practical classes is given to the rules of ethics and deontology, mutual respect,
the cultivation of civility and compassion for patients, the readiness to come to the rescue and provide the patient with
high-standards of medical care that meets the principles of humanity and professional canon. They also are taught to
bear moral responsibility for the patient, colleagues and society.

Formation of psycho-emotional stability, a humane attitude towards patients, sympathy, mercy, compassion, kind-
ness, endurance, a sense of a high level of responsibility are considered as being necessary in the educational process.

The staff of a higher medical institution help in formation of the patient’s trust in future doctors by using knowledge
on medical ethics and deontology regarding the relationship between a doctor and a patient. The teacher explains to
the patient the need to involve interns in the treatment process in order to transfer gained experience.

Pursuing the goal of improving medical skills, interns conduct discussions with experienced doctors on more com-
plex situations, clinical debriefings, as well as participating at clinical conferences.

Doctor interns learn how to use a differentiated and individual approach to each patient. Preservation of medical
confidentiality remains as one of the main ethical and moral principle in medical practice.

Obeying the principles of medical ethics and deontology is essential for the formation of a doctor’s personality and
for development of the desire to meet the standards of a highly qualified specialist. The main moral task of the doctor
is responsibility for the patients and their health.
