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The start of the new 2022-2023 academic year has brought new tasks and demands to higher education institu-
tion's employees. Graduating martial law in August was expected and predicted, so educators started preparing for
the new educational year in the summer. The conditions and possibilities of providing educational services by institu-
tions of higher education in different regions of the country are different: in areas where active military operations
are taking place, daily shelling and explosions, interruptions with electricity and water supply, where there is no
communication and the Internet, from where people are urgently evacuated or forced to stay in shelters — it is impos-
sible to establish a high-quality mass educational process there. Regions in the rear, frontline cities, and villages have
different circumstances and opportunities for higher education institutions work.

Distance education in the country's higher education institutions gained priority three years ago in connection
with the COVID-19 pandemic and the introduction of a lockdown in both schools and higher education institutions.
The changes that took place in the provision of educational services forced the teaching staff of higher education
institutions to urgently master various academic platforms, revise lectures, methodical materials, adapt to the cir-
cumstances and the time requirements. Therefore, after the declaration of martial law, educators quickly adjusted
to distance education because they already had the experience and assets to conduct this form of work. But at the
moment, with the beginning of the new academic year, to provide mass-quality educational services, in our opinion,
it is necessary to consider the peculiarities of the region in which the higher education institutions is located. It is
possible to conduct the educational process more or less calmly in the central, western, and north-western regions.
Therefore, higher education institutions can independently choose the forms of education: online, offline or mixed.

But today there is not a single city or village where a person would feel completely protected and safe. Therefore,
in addition to providing high-quality educational services, organization of the safety of the participants in the educa-
tional process is at the fore. Before the beginning of the academic year, the heads of higher educational institutions
found out and checked the availability and provision of bomb shelters, shelters, the possibility of providing medical
and psychological assistance to students by teachers — to ensure a mass, high-quality and safe educational process

at higher educational institutions.
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Introduction. On February 24, 2022, martial law
was introduced in Ukraine. Martial law in the state is
a special legal regime that is presented in the event
of armed aggression or a threat of attack, a threat to
state independence, territorial integrity, and provides
for the provision of the relevant state authorities, mili-
tary command, military administrations, and local self-
government bodies with the powers necessary to avert
the threat. repelling armed aggression and ensuring na-
tional security, as well as temporary restriction of the
constitutional rights and freedoms of a person and citi-
zen, the rights and legal interests of legal entities, with
an indication of the period of validity of these restric-
tions. Martial law was preceded by quarantine due to
the COVID-19 epidemic, during which the educational
process did not stop but was carried out in the form of
distance learning. Therefore, both the academic and
pedagogical teams of the departments of higher educa-
tion institutions and the students of education already
had experience, assets, skills in providing and receiving
education in a distance form. However, the war made
its corrections: the conduct of hostilities and the occu-
pation of certain territories made it impossible to hold
classes in both secondary and higher education insti-
tutions; thousands of people were forced to evacuate

themselves and take their children out of the country;
thousands of schoolchildren, students, and teachers
found themselves far from their places of study and
work. And everyone had to adapt to new conditions of
life, study, and work. The President’s Office noted that
all educational institutions, if possible, conduct distance
learning. With the help of distance education, educa-
tional institutions completed the educational process in
the spring and prepared for the new academic year with
new work organization conditions in the summer. Taking
into account the requirements of the state of war, the
need to ensure the safety of students and employees of
educational institutions, to set up the appropriate mode
of operation of the education system, the President’s
Office offered the heads of departments (departments)
of education and science of regional state administra-
tions, institutions of higher education, professional
pre-university and professional (vocational-technical)
of education, enterprises, institutions and organizations
belonging to the sphere of management of the Ministry
of Education and Science, ensure:

e provision of educational services in the established
volumes, in accordance with the defined educational
programs and plans, as well as the ability to quickly re-
store the educational process;
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e implementation of measures of civil protection
plans for a particular period;

¢ readiness to notify management bodies and civil
defense forces, participants of the educational process
and employees about the emergence of an emergency;
informing about the limits of distribution, consequenc-
es, ways and methods of protection, as well as actions in
the area of a possible emergency;

¢ specification and implementation of measures to
protect participants in the educational process, employ-
ees of enterprises, institutions, organizations and adja-
cent territories in the event of emergencies;

e readiness of available forces and means of civil de-
fense, the possibility of attracting additional forces and
means in case of emergencies;

e creation and use of facility material reserves to
prevent the occurrence of emergencies and liquidate
the consequences;

e immediate notification of the threat of emergen-
cies, disruption of the functioning of subjects of educa-
tional activity or the threat of termination of the provi-
sion of educational services by the bodies of education
management and civil protection of regional state ad-
ministrations, territorial bodies of the Security Service,
the State Emergency Service and the Ministry of Educa-
tion and Science;

¢ in the event of an immediate threat to the life and
health of the participants in the educational process at
the educational facilities, implement evacuation Plans
for educational institutions [1].

The introduction of martial law in Ukraine makes
face-to-face education impossible for those seeking
education in the occupied territories and the places of
hostilities, so distance education has become the only
available form in the education system in these re-
gions. Thus, in accordance with Article 571 of the Law
of Ukraine “On Education” regarding state guarantees
in the conditions of a state of war, a state of emergency
or a state of emergency, it is stated that students who
are in a state of war, a state of emergency or a state
of emergency in Ukraine or some of its localities, an-
nounced in the established order (special period) were
forced to change their place of residence (stay), leave
their workplace, place of study, regardless of their place
of residence (stay), during the special period, the orga-
nization of the educational process in distance form or
any other form is guaranteed, which is the safest for its
participants [2].

The state policy of Ukraine successfully affects the
implementation of distance learning in the country. In-
formatization of society is supported by many laws that
were adopted during the years of independence, in par-
ticular the State National Program “Education” (Ukraine
of the 21st century), the Law of Ukraine “On the Nation-
al Informatization Program”, “Concept for the Develop-
ment of Distance Education in Ukraine”, “Regulations
on the Distance Form of Learning of complete general
secondary education” and others. Distance learning is
becoming more and more relevant. The events of 2020
due to the COVID-19 pandemic pushed distance learn-
ing to active development. Initially, distance learning
was usually used for adults or those seeking education
who sought to deepen and improve their knowledge
and skills in a certain field of education: professional
development, conducting master classes, etc. But dur-

ing the lockdown period, this teaching method became
almost the only form of conducting the educational pro-
cess, acquired a wide scale and forced teachers to gain
practical experience in completing this form of teaching.
The effectiveness of training increases thanks to the cur-
rent development of computer technology and various
software. Distance education is one of the forms of edu-
cation that arose and improved together with the de-
velopment of Internet technologies, and today has clear
characteristics, principles and certain methodological
developments. The teacher can conduct distance learn-
ing in synchronous and asynchronous modes using
electronic educational platforms (Google Workspace,
Google Classroom, New Knowledge, HUMAN.UA) and
online communication services and tools (Zoom, Skype,
Team, basic Google services: Gmail, Calendar, Meet,
Jamboard, Chat, Hangouts, YouTube and others) [3]. The
methods of distance learning and methodological devel-
opments for teachers and students are in the process of
constant development and improvement, and the prin-
ciples of distance learning and its features have become
serious challenges for teachers of higher education in-
stitutions and for the education system as a whole.

The aim of the work. Determine the possibility of or-
ganizing the high-quality mass provision of educational
services by higher education institutions with maximum
safety of applicants and employees.

Main part. The organization of a high-quality mass
educational process in the conditions of martial law is
a complicated and challenging process, but it is also the
most important for the scientific and pedagogical staff
of higher education institutions. For distance education
and classical education, an essential aspect of education
is the quality of education. The quality of education in
higher education institutions is considered a guaranteed
result of an organized educational process that meets
the standard requirements for the formation of knowl-
edge, the ability to apply it in specific practical condi-
tions [4]. Distance education allows students to get a
theoretical basis for their future profession. But every-
one knows the proverb: “It is better to see once than
to hear ten times.” For many applicants of various spe-
cialties, acquiring practical knowledge, practical experi-
ence, and practical skills is very important. Therefore,
in our opinion, it is necessary to combine the distance
form of education with the classic classroom form in
those regions of the country where it is possible. This
can be applied to all or individual basic departments of
higher education institutions. Practice proves that 75-
80% of applicants today choose full-time education.

Under the conditions of martial law, the Ministry of
Education and Science recommends (Order dated April
1, 2022 No. 290):

e complete the 2021/2022 academic year by inde-
pendently determining the end date of the educational
process by making, if necessary, appropriate changes to
the structure of the academic year determined by the
institution;

e educational program and the curriculum are rec-
ommended to be implemented, condensing the edu-
cational material, organizing independent educational
activities of students, additional consultations using dis-
tance learning technologies, etc. and

e to make appropriate changes to the calendar and
thematic planning of subjects of the invariant and vari-
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able component of the educational plan to ensure the
high-quality implementation of programs without con-
sidering indicators from the number of days [5].

The work of teachers during martial law requires a
preparatory stage for adjusting the work plans of lec-
tures, practical classes, independent extracurricular
training in accordance with the terms of study, the num-
ber of classes. The planning of the educational process
before the beginning of the academic semester is suc-
cessfully carried out by teachers. But martial law intro-
duces its unwanted changes and corrections. Shorten-
ing the semester to 14 weeks instead of 20 increases the
information load on the student, reduces the number of
classes for each content module, increases the number
of tests, theoretical questions, and practical skills that
need to be mastered in a shorter period. During lectures
and classroom classes, the teacher and students solve
the issue of providing and receiving knowledge, learning
practical skills and abilities. But for those seeking edu-
cation, the time for extracurricular independent train-
ing increases. In such conditions, active communication
with the teacher at the beginning of the lesson, discus-
sion of the topic, definition of the main basic concepts,
and answers to students’ questions come to the fore.
But feedback between the student and the teacher is
needed, which allows both parties to evaluate the ef-
fectiveness of the work of both the teacher and the stu-
dent.

The essential element of the educational process
is and remains the teacher’s pedagogical control of
students’ knowledge. During martial law, there were
changes in the conditions of the student survey: no
exams were held, the grade in the discipline for students
who completed the course is determined by the aver-
age indicators of current success for each semester of
study. Therefore, the current survey and evaluation for
it acquire more significance. During communication and
questioning, the teacher offers questions that can make
the listener consider the problem from another angle,
determines the strengths and weaknesses of each stu-
dent’s basic knowledge, sees the dynamics of learning
current topics by each student, which, with systematic
communication, allows the teacher to help each student
individually, taking into account its features, to under-
stand the material successfully. Therefore, routine work
in each lesson to get a high grade makes sense for deter-
mining the student’s further rating.

For quality control of knowledge during martial law,
the following assessment conditions and criteria be-
come even more important:

¢ regular planned, systematic management;

¢ objectivity of the teacher (adequacy and confor-
mity of assessment of knowledge and practical skills);

¢ complete comprehensive control (covering the en-
tire topic);

4 an individual approach to each student, taking into
account his psychological characteristics;

¢ cost-effectiveness of control (estimation of the
time spent by the student on the answer and the teach-
er on the survey);

¢ pedagogical tact (conducting management in a
calm, friendly atmosphere) [6].

During martial law, it is still expedient to use the oral
form of an interview with the teacher during face-to-
face and online practical classes for qualitative control

of the student’s knowledge. But do not forget to follow
the clear rules of the interview:

e the number of questions must be the same for all
students;

e clear evaluation criteria, which are previously pub-
lished on the website of the department for students;

e limited time for answering (for example, 10 min-
utes per person), as the class time has deadlines;

e announcing the grade to the student with an ex-
planation of the errors for which points were reduced.

During martial law and quarantine, when both
teachers and students are limited in attending classes, it
is possible to carry out current or final control using re-
mote forms of control on various educational platforms.
Thus, the computer program My Test Student allows, in
addition to educational tests, to add and form theoreti-
cal questions and apply practical skills and abilities for
control, which have already been discussed in previous
publications.

All institutions of higher education for the period of
the defined martial law need to carry out preparatory
work to ensure the educational process, the result of
employees, and the reception of applicants. The safety
of participants in the educational process comes to the
fore.

To the heads of higher education institutions:

e put the civil defense formations of the object in
readiness for actions as assigned in cooperation with
the territorial civil defense formations regarding the im-
plementation of large volumes of work to eliminate the
consequences of emergencies, including those arising
as a result of military (combat) actions or terrorist acts,
and as well as carrying out restoration work on own fa-
cilities;

e be ready, by decision of local state administrations,
city councils in cities of regional importance, and with
personal consent, to involve their own object-based civil
defense formations to perform assigned tasks at the ob-
jects of other business entities or in designated territo-
ries [7].

The State Emergency Service of Ukraine published
on its website the algorithm of actions of local executive
authorities, self-governing bodies, education manage-
ment bodies, heads of educational institutions regard-
ing the provision of shelter for participants in the edu-
cational process:

1. Carrying out an inventory (clarification) of the ob-
jects of the existing fund of civil defence shelters, which
can be used to organize the shelter of the participants of
the educational process.

2. Determination of the needs of the civil defence
shelters fund, taking into account the actual state of the
existing objects of the civil defence shelters fund.

3. Meeting the needs of the civil defence shelters
fund.

4. Organization of civil defence shelters fund ac-
counting.

5. Implementation of organizational and practical
measures to bring objects of the civil defence shelters
fund into readiness for use as intended and their further
maintenance.

6. Distribution of the participants of the educational
process according to the existing buildings of the civil
defence shelters fund, taking into account their capac-
ity, state of readiness and location in the area.
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7. Informing the participants of the educational pro-
cess about the location of the facilities of the civil de-
fence shelters fund, the rules for their occupation and
behavior in them, actions in the event of a sudden start
of hostilities [7].

Before the beginning of the semester, the manage-
ment of the higher education institutions held a meet-
ing of the employees of the departments and units for
instruction on security techniques in the conditions of
martial law. At the first practical face-to-face lesson,
each teacher familiarizes the students with the place-
ment of shelters and shelters, the evacuation plan from
the department’s premises and the actions that stu-
dents should take in the event of an alarm.

When working under martial law, a teacher must set
aside time for such necessary measures as ensuring the
safety of students’ lives and health. In different regions,
alarms are sounded every day and more than once,
there may be flights and explosions, there is a need to
move to a shelter. These movements take away the time
that the teacher could devote to explanations, surveys,
and work with drugs.

An essential component of a teacher’s work in war-
time is psychological assistance to recruits. Students
from different regions of the country, from the occupied
territories, after prolonged shelling and an extended
stay in shelters, remain without the support of their
parents in an alarming psychological state. Therefore,
during classes, the teacher must carefully observe the
condition and behavior of those present to, if neces-
sary, provide essential psychological assistance to the
student and, if necessary, seek the services of a doc-
tor or an ambulance. Many online courses on provid-
ing psychological aid to temporarily displaced students

and students from temporarily occupied territories have
been created for teachers. It is essential to adjust the
entire group of listeners to compassion, attentiveness
to each other, support and mutual assistance. And also
to maintain contact with representatives of the dean’s
office to notify them on time about problems in the stu-
dent body to provide assistance and solve all problem-
atic issues together.

Conclusions. During martial law, the importance of
modern distance learning forms in higher education
institutions increases. But it is necessary to distinguish
the living conditions during the war in different regions
of the country. Distance education is also impossible in
occupied territories due to the lack of the Internet. In
calmer cities, it is necessary to combine forms of educa-
tion (face-to-face and online), to approach the organi-
zation of the educational process more flexibly. Higher
education institutions for conducting face-to-face class-
es must have certified shelters, bomb shelters that are
repaired and equipped with electricity, drinking water,
hygiene places, first aid kits, communications, etc. The
safety of students and employees in providing educa-
tional services comes first during martial law.

Prospects for further research. The next stage of
work for the higher education institutions may be devel-
oping and improving the existing protective structures,
arranging new shelters on the territory of the higher
education institutions, and providing them with every-
thing necessary to increase the safety of participants in
the educational process. In order to improve training,
to save training time, measures can be considered for
the possibility of holding classes in shelters and bomb
shelters.

WORK AT THE DEPARTMENTS OF HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS UNDER THE CONDITIONS OF MARTIAL
LAW: GOALS, TASKS, SECURITY MEASURES

Abstract. With the beginning of a full-scale military invasion of Russian troops on the territory of independent
Ukraine, the conditions and possibilities of providing educational services by higher education institutions in dif-
ferent regions of the country changed. The conduct of hostilities, the temporary occupation of certain regions, the
destruction of infrastructure in the cities and villages of Ukraine, the need to stay in shelters, the lack of electricity
supply and internet connection make full, high-quality provision of education impossible. In accordance with Article
571 of the Law of Ukraine “On Education” regarding state guarantees in the conditions of martial law, state of emer-
gency or state of emergency, it is stated that those seeking education who are in conditions of martial law, state
of emergency or state of emergency in Ukraine or its individual localities, declared in according to the established
procedure (special period) were forced to change their place of residence (stay), leave their workplace, place of
study, regardless of their place of residence (stay), for the duration of the special period, the organization of the edu-
cational process is guaranteed in a distance form or in any other form that is the safest for its participants. Distance
education is gaining priority both in schools and in institutions of higher education. But in order to provide mass
quality educational services, it is necessary to consider the peculiarities of the region in which the higher education
institution is located. The central, western, and northwestern regions are able to conduct the educational process
more or less calmly. Therefore, in our opinion, in such cities, higher education institutions can combine forms of
education: to hold lectures online, and to work face-to-face with students in practical classes. Each higher education
institution can choose which subjects and classes will be conducted remotely or face-to-face, guided by the Law of
Ukraine “On Higher Education” and taking into account the specifics of the training of relevant specialists.

But, in addition to providing high-quality educational services, which is the primary task of higher education in-
stitutions at any time, the safety of participants in the educational process is at the forefront: both those who seek
education and employees of higher education institutions. The availability and provision of bomb shelters, shelters,
the provision of medical and psychological assistance to students by teachers — all these issues are extremely impor-
tant for ensuring a mass, high-quality and safe educational process in higher education institutions.

WORK AT THE DEPARTMENTS OF HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS UNDER THE CONDITIONS OF MARTIAL
LAW: GOALS, TASKS, SECURITY MEASURES

Abstract. With the beginning of a full-scale military invasion of Russian troops on the territory of independent
Ukraine, the conditions and possibilities of providing educational services by higher education institutions in dif-
ferent regions of the country changed. The conduct of hostilities, the temporary occupation of certain regions, the
destruction of infrastructure in the cities and villages of Ukraine, the need to stay in shelters, the lack of electricity
supply and internet connection make full, high-quality provision of education impossible. In accordance with Article
571 of the Law of Ukraine “On Education” regarding state guarantees in the conditions of martial law, state of emer-
gency or state of emergency, it is stated that those seeking education who are in conditions of martial law, state
of emergency or state of emergency in Ukraine or its individual localities, declared in according to the established
procedure (special period) were forced to change their place of residence (stay), leave their workplace, place of
study, regardless of their place of residence (stay), for the duration of the special period, the organization of the edu-
cational process is guaranteed in a distance form or in any other form that is the safest for its participants. Distance
education is gaining priority both in schools and in institutions of higher education. But in order to provide mass
quality educational services, it is necessary to consider the peculiarities of the region in which the higher education
institution is located. The central, western, and northwestern regions are able to conduct the educational process
more or less calmly. Therefore, in our opinion, in such cities, higher education institutions can combine forms of
education: to hold lectures online, and to work face-to-face with students in practical classes. Each higher education
institution can choose which subjects and classes will be conducted remotely or face-to-face, guided by the Law of
Ukraine “On Higher Education” and taking into account the specifics of the training of relevant specialists.

But, in addition to providing high-quality educational services, which is the primary task of higher education in-
stitutions at any time, the safety of participants in the educational process is at the forefront: both those who seek
education and employees of higher education institutions. The availability and provision of bomb shelters, shelters,
the provision of medical and psychological assistance to students by teachers —all these issues are extremely impor-
tant for ensuring a mass, high-quality and safe educational process in higher education institutions.
